Ear infection (formally known as “otitis externa”) is a common problem 
in dogs. It occurs when the lining of the dog’s ear becomes inflamed and 
thickened in either one or both ears. It is smelly, irritating and often 
very painful for the dog. Owners are often unaware that their dog is 
even suffering from an ear infection.
